RAINIERS NOTES

Power Surge: For the third time this season, and sixth time with the
Rainiers, Bryan LaHair has hit home runs in consecutive games. LaHair hit
two consecutive home runs versus Portland (on 7/2 and 7/3) and at Reno
(on 7/29 and 7/30) this season. The last time LaHair hit home runs in more
than two consecutive games was with the Inland Empire 66ers in 2005
when he slugged four home runs in three games at Lancaster on 5/10,
5/11, and 5/12.

League Leaders: Right-handed pitcher Randy Messenger is tied for first
with 50 appearances. Messenger is also tied for second with 24 saves.
Bryan LaHair is tied for third with 25 home runs. Jerry Owens is ranked
sixth with a .322 batting average. Today's starter, Andy Baldwin, is ranked
sixth with 133.1 innings pitched.

Safe Haven: Brad Nelson has both reached base safely each of his last
seven games. Nelson has batted .222 (6x27) with one triple, one home run,
seven runs, one RBI, and three walks over that seven-game stretch. Nelson
has scored a run in six of those seven games.

Rock Solid: Matt Tuiasosopo has batted .333 (7x21) with two doubles, two
home runs, seven runs, and five RBI over his current six-game hit streak.

Moving 90’ at a Time: Mike Carp has reached base safely in each of his
last four games. Carp has batted .188 (3x16) with one home run, one run,
three RBI, and two walks over that span.

Tireless Worker: Adam Moore has registered a hit in each of his last three
games and reached base safely in each of his last four games. Moore has
batted .600 (6x10) with two doubles, two runs, and two RBI over that
three-game hit streak.

Spraying Singles: Alex Cintron has batted .364 (4x11) over his current
three game hit streak. Over his last 10 games, Cintrén has batted .333
(13x39) over his last 10 games.

A Tale of Two Halves: Andy Baldwin has improved his second-half ERA by
over one-and-a-half points. Baldwin earned an ERA of 4.93 (57 ER/104.0
IP) in 17 games prior to the All Star game, and he has earned a 3.38 ERA
(11/29.1) in seven games since. Baldwin has allowed earned runs in only
two of his seven post-All Star game appearances. Additionally, Baldwin has
lowered his opponents’ batting average from .281 to .261 in the second half
of 2009.
